Your school is taking part in the Teachers &
Parents as Partners (TAPP) program.

Problematic behavior gets in the way of
student success. TAPP helps teachers and
parents deal with behavior and academic
problems. The goal is to increase the long-
term success of students.

What does participation involve?

* It involves being randomly assigned to
participate in TAPP or school as usual.

* Complete 2 questionnaires that will take
about 45 minutes each.

If you and your child are assigned to TAPP:

* You will also be asked to participate in 3-4
meetings with a TAPP specialist and your
child's teacher.

* You will receive up to $650 for participation.
If you and your child are assigned to School
as Usual:

* You will not be asked to participate in TAPP
meetings.

* Your child will continue school as usual.
* You will receive up to $200 for participation.
